NORTH CAUCASUS AND ADJACENT AREAS ACCORDING TO

THE DATA OF ANCIENT ARMENIAN GEOGRAPHY («<ASHKHARATSUYTS»)

In ancient Armenian geography («Ashkharat-
suyts») the authors — historian Movses Khorenatsi (V
century) and geographer Anania Shirakatsi (VI cen-
tury) — paid great attention to historical, geographical
and ethnographic description of the Caucasus. North
Caucasus as a whole was a part of the territory of the
Asiatic Sarmatia (Sarmatia Asiatica). Ptolemy pre-
sented Sarmatia on a corresponding map consisting
